The Truths We Believe

We believe . . . in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit in-
dwelling all believers and thus enabling and empowering the life
and ministry of the believer.

In the bodily resurrection of everyone who
has lived, the everlasting blessedness of those who by God'’s
grace have been declared righteous, and the everlasting punish-
ment of those who have rejected God's forgiveness in His Son.
